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$627,000 for Gunnedah High Trade Training Centre 
 
Gunnedah High School will receive $627,000 to establish the Namoi Valley Trade 
Training Centre from the Australian Government’s Trade Training Centres in Schools 
Program announced by the Minister for School Education, Peter Garrett this week. 
 
Minister Garrett informed the Independent Member for New England, Tony Windsor of 
Gunnedah High School’s successful application that will see the refurbishment of an 
existing facility to include an engineering workshop and also the provision of equipment.
